season, which runs from June 1 through November 30, will most likely b
nearnormal, but forecast uncertainty in the climate signals that influenct
the formation of Atlantic storms make predicting this season particularly
difficult.

NOAA predicts a 70 percent likelihood of 10 to 16 named storms (wind
of 39 mph or higher), of which 4 to 8 could become hurricanes (winds d
74 mph or higher), including 1 to 4 major hurricanes (Category 3, 4 or 5
winds of 111 mph or higher). While a nearmal season is most likely
with a 45 percent chance, there is also a 30 percent chance of an abo
normal season and a 25 percent chance of a bsbdomal season.
