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Teen Driving – Preparing Yourself and Your Teen 
 

Nothing in your life, as a parent is more nerve-racking than the day you hand over the car keys to your teen for the first 
time.  Luckily, there are resources available to help both you and your teen prepare. 
 

Your teen has been learning from your example for years, so be a good driving role model.  Always wear your safety belt, 
obey traffic laws, don’t use a cell phone while driving, utilize your turn signals, don’t speed and the list goes on.  Allotting 
time each week to supervise your teen’s driving is key to ensuring they become a safe, courteous driver.  AAA recommends 
your teen complete at least 100 hours of supervised practice driving before being allowed to drive solo.  Also, make sure 

you understand the licensing process that your teen will have to go through.  Florida’s three-stage licensing process allows teens to gradually gain 
exposure to complex driving situations, easing them into driving over an extended period of time.  The learner’s license and intermediate stages are 
key steps. 
 

Some of the biggest headaches associated with a new teen driver are the costs.  For example, when does your teen need to be insured?  Here’s some 
good news about insurance.  Your teen won’t need it until licensed and driving without you or an instructor in the car.  Once your teen gets a learner’s 
license, you’ll want to talk to your insurance agent about costs and other issues involved in adding your teen to your policy.  Most families do this by 
adding the teen to their existing auto insurance policy.   
 

Because the risk of a crash is significantly higher for young drivers, particularly during the first year of driving, your teen’s insurance rate likely will 
be higher than your own.  In the “preparing to drive” phase, you may want to consider the following strategies to keep your family’s costs down. 
 

Raise deductibles to lower premiums – Ask your insurance agent how much more you could save by increasing your deductible.  If you file a claim 
after raising your deductible, you’ll pay a larger share of the costs, but the savings might be worth it. 
 

Encourage good grades – Many insurance companies offer discounts for students with a “B” or 3.0 or higher grade average, and some offer 
discounts for teens that complete driver’s education or defensive driving courses.  Check with your insurance agent for more information. 
 

Be involved – Introduce a parent-teen driving agreement to minimize risks.  It won’t lower your premiums, but it could prevent a crash or ticket that 
would increase your rates.  This agreement lays a foundation of rules and lists consequences for breaking those rules.   
 

Plan ahead – The type of vehicle your teen drives and how you classify your new driver – main or occasional of one vehicle, for example, can affect 
insurance premiums. 
 
Parents play a huge role in helping their teens gain as much experience as possible before they get intermediate licenses and start to drive without a 
parent or other supervisor in the vehicle. Remind yourself to stay calm and be helpful. It’s normal to feel a range of emotions when thinking about 
your teen behind the wheel! Remember many parents have survived the stress before you.
